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Burj Dubai, the iconic tower 

developed by Emaar Properties, has 

recorded another global first with the 

installation of glass panels at a height 

of 512 metres (1,679.76 ft). 

Arabian Aluminium Company set the 

new record on May 12 by laying out 

the high-performance cladding 

system on Level 141. The cladding 

system uses reflective glazing, 

aluminum & textured steel spandrels 

and vertical stainless steel tubular 

fins as the primary materials. 

Mr Ahmad Al Matrooshi, UAE 

Managing Director, Emaar 

Properties, said: “Burj Dubai is 

setting a new world record in all 

aspects of high-rise construction. 

With cladding undertaken on Level 

141 of the tower, we have pushed 

the frontiers of engineering 

high-rises one-notch higher. Every 

aspect of the tower now serves as a 

referral source on the practicalities 

of developing skyscrapers.”

At 636 metres (2,063.6 ft) and more 

than 160 storeys high, Burj Dubai is 

now the world’s tallest building and 

tallest man-made structure having 

recently surpassed the height of the 

KVLY-TV mast in North Dakota, USA - 

628.8 metres (2,063 ft). Burj Dubai is 

taller than Taipei 101 (508 metres; 1667 

ft) in Taiwan and CN Tower (553.33 

metres; 1815.5 ft) in Toronto, Canada.

When completed, Burj Dubai will meet 

all four criteria listed by the Council 

on Tall Buildings and Urban Habitat 

(CTBUH), which classifies the world’s 

tallest structures. CTBUH measures 

the height of buildings to the 

structural top, the highest occupied 

floor, the top of the roof and the tip of 

the spire, pinnacle, antenna, mast or 

flag pole.

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Ever pondered over the quality of air 

you breathe within the office. It may 

sound scary, but even clean office 

spaces may be prone to pollutants. 

Biological pollutants that include molds 

(filamentous fungi), bacteria, pollen, 

dust mites and animal dander promote 

poor indoor air quality and may lead 

to loss of valuable man-days at office. 

Within office buildings, heating, cooling 

and ventilation systems are sources 

of biological substances that lead to 

breathing problems when inhaled.

Investigators looked for symptoms 

associated with sick building 

syndrome, including respiratory 

problems, nasopharyngeal problems, 

infections, dermatologic symptoms, 

eye problems, headache and lethargy. 

They concluded that photocopying 

was associated with nasal irritation. 

Adverse symptoms from photocopying 

may be related to emission of volatile 

organic compounds. 

Also, working in front of a video 

display terminal was associated with 

headaches, eye problems and lethargy. 

Symptoms in this case are linked to eye 

strain and musculoskeletal strain, rather 

than exposure to electromagnetic fields. 

Working close to self-copying paper 

was associated with eye, nose, skin 

and respiratory problems, including 

wheezing, cough, mucus production and 

bronchitis, as well as lethargy. Finnish 

researchers say their findings “provide 

new evidence” of a link between 

self-copying paper and symptoms of 

respiratory illnesses and sick building 

syndrome, which possibly result from 

exposure to various chemicals and 

particles in the paper.

TIPS YOU CAN USE

•	 Insist on non-toxic, biodegradable, 

formaldehyde-free furniture, cleaning 

agents, carpets and paints. 

•	 Move desks and work stations to maximize 

use of daylight. 

•	 Find sources of glare on computer screens 

and try ways to reduce it. 

•	 Move printers and copiers as far from work 

area as possible, transferring them in well 

ventilated corners. 

•	 All high-voltage electronic equipment 

produce ozone, which is caused by the 

action of electricity with oxygen. Ozone can 

cause respiratory problems and is an 

irritant to the eyes, nose and throat. The 

cartridges and machines themselves 

produce dust from plastic, ink and the 

paper. If this is not possible (and even 

when it is) maximize ventilation.

Tips for a healthier office environment 
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Pollution controlling plants like Chemodora, Aglonema, English Ivy, Gerbera Daisy, Dracaena Varieties, Sansevieria, 

Chrysanthemum and Spathiphyllum should be placed inside offices to minimize harmful effects of air pollutants.

Plants can only absorb pollutants if they grow actively and carry out photosynthesis and respiration regularly.

Pollution Controlling Plants

1.	 Use CFL tubes/bulbs instead of 

a normal bulb. CFL consumes 

fewer units than normal bulbs.

2.	 Always buy electronic gadgets 

after checking for Bureau of 

Energy Efficiency (BEE) stars. 

Gadgets with a five star rating 

are highly energy-efficient. 

3.	 Always put your air-conditioner 

in sleep mode to save units.

4.	 Always turn off your television 

from the mains after switching it 

off using the remote. 

5.	 Turn off the tap while brushing 

your teeth - a running tap 

wastes over 6 litres per minute. 

6.	 Mend your dripping tap washer. 

It could save up to 5,500 litres 

of water which is enough to fill a 

paddling pool every week for 

the whole summer.

7. 	 Avoid half-load washes: A full 

load uses less water than two 

half loads; so you save money 

on energy and water.
